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DOESN’T YOUR COMMUNITY DESERVE A GOOD NIGHT OUT ?
You could have some of the best live entertainment visit your local community hall with help from the Arts Council of Wales’ “NIGHT OUT” scheme
THIS LEAFLET TELLS YOU ALL YOU NEED TO GET STARTED
· Night Out helps local community groups to host live professional performances of their choice without incurring the normal financial risks. 
· Despite the name, shows can be at any time of the day.
· If you are a community organisation with access to an accessible venue or hall, this scheme could be for you.  You don’t need a stage or special lighting.

The new web site offers scheme news, details & extensive information on:

· Shows and performers available – you can search by type of show, language or audience type,  eg. theatre, folk music, jazz, children’s show, Welsh language.

· Advice on hosting, marketing and promoting a show

· Forms that can be filled out and sent on line , or sent by post if you prefer

· Listings of Night Out events in your area

· A searchable database of promoters & venues for companies touring Wales

· Links to useful organisations
Night Out covers live professional performances of all kinds from theatre to circus, live music, dance, storytelling, puppetry or twmpath.  
We can provide lists of suitable shows or you can even book shows you have discovered elsewhere – if you get our agreement first.

Although these shows vary greatly in scale and may cost anything up to £850, they are all available at a standard subsidised price. Currently 50% of the show cost up to a maximum of  £300/200 communities first). In nearly all cases we can arrange for this to be completely or partially guaranteed by your local authority so that your risk of losing money is either minimised or eliminated.  

You can have more expensive shows up to a maximum fee of £1500  if you can put up more money.

HOW DOES IT WORK  ?               
· Night Out  takes away the financial risk from community promoters by agreeing to pay the full artist fee and charging you a reduced amount.

· You contact the artist and pencil in a date. 

· You decide on ticket prices – We can print tickets for you if requested.

· You fill out and send us a Booking Request Form (on line or on paper). If we agree the show can go ahead.

· (N/B Forms received less than 4 weeks in advance WILL be rejected)
· You the community promoter are only charged 50% of the artist fee up to a maximum of  £300/£200 if your venue is in a communities first area
· Your local authority will often guarantee this charge for you thus taking away all financial risk. We ask them for you if you request this. 

· You mention support from Night Out on posters, press releases and publicity.

· We may ask you to reserve 2 complimentary seats for monitoring purposes.
· You promote the show, look after the performers  (some light refreshment is very welcome) and host a wonderful  event.

· Promoters are limited to a maximum of 3-4 performances in a year, funds allowing.

Afterwards……                    (exact financial arrangements may vary slightly )  
We pay the performer their fee upon receipt of an invoice and report form.

You send a simple report form to the Night Out Office at the Arts Council Of Wales declaring your ticket income. You must enclose any income up to the guarantee amount of £300/ £200. 
What if we don’t make £300 / £200?  That is what the local authority guarantee covers. Just Send the Box Office money you have  and we will bill your local authority for the deficit. We just expect you to try your best to sell the performance.
What if we make more than £300 / £200? 
Your group can keep the next £100 profit. 

Any money after that should be returned to the Arts Council of Wales so they can support someone else’s event.  Please note that this only applies to the Ticket money (Box office take). If you have raised any other money from the sale of refreshments or a raffle – then it is your own to keep.
